*** Victoria Watkins came to a recent Stein Evening and wrote: “Linda showed us several rooms of her artwork spanning  three decades of her career as a wood and metal sculptor, painter and printmaker. Each studio room represents a period of her work, which often parallels her personal evolution from an emerging artist in the mid-1970s to a feminist activist and an established artist.

     Her mood portraits of prominent women's rights leaders -- Bella Abzug, Flo Kennedy, Billie Jean King, Margaret Sanger, Gloria Steinem, and Virginia Woolf-- are striking in the way each subjects' moods are shown through dazzling patterns and colors. The moods displayed range from pensive to whimsical, a sharp departure from commonplace one-dimensional images.

      I like how Linda transformed machete blades from crude weapons—often associated with violence--to sensuous curvilinear sculptures that display beauty and strength as they seemingly float from the ceiling of her studio.

      Linda's playful wooden chair sculptures are a treat to see and fun to sit in. She has a flair for adding child-like toys to grown up furniture.

      Some of the complex metal sculptures, reminiscent of a woman’s shape, are embedded with engraving plates, jewels, door knobs, musical instruments, stone and other objects and words that distinguish our lives.

     What a lift when Linda encouraged us to touch her metal and wood sculpture!
