The ten young women's talent, hard work and persistence qualified them for the University’s first N.C.A.A. title game and inspired great pride in the Rutgers community.

Don Imus's two-week suspension is not a sufficient consequence for his appalling attacks on women, people of color and the Rutgers community. We call for his immediate resignation.  We also challenge local and national media outlets to stop making money from offensive speech and to change the media culture that promotes racism and sexism.  Most importantly, we call upon opinion makers, celebrities, political and presidential candidates to stop condoning racism and sexism by appearing on the Imus show.

Imus's despicable remarks disrespect the achievements of the team and, as stated by Rutgers University President Richard McCormick, advance the "racism and sexism [that] have no place in our society and are completely at odds with our values as a university that celebrates diversity and civility."
